CANNA CARE SHEET

Transplanting – Keep at the same depth as in the container.  Avoid over-crowding, as they need to be well aerated, planting between 18 - 24” apart.

Watering - Water when soil is dry, but avoid overwatering. 

Fertilizer -  Feed every 3 to 4 weeks with a well-balanced food, 5-10-5

Hardiness -  Cannas are not  winter-hardy in Michigan.  Tubers have to be dug out of the ground in the fall.   Cut plants down to the ground and dig out tubers.   After soil has dried on tubers, knock off as much soil as possible and store in a box with shredded newspaper or sawdust.  Store in an unheated basement or other cool spot where temperature is between 50 - 65(.
